Dachshund Racing Rules - Wabash Valley

i. All racing dogs, for which a completed registration form has been submitted, must be real Dachshunds no mixed breeds, true Dachshunds only. No weight restrictions apply.

ii. Only the selected Dachshunds and alternates chosen will be allowed at the event. NO SPECTATOR CANINES WILL BE ALLOWED; NO EXCEPTIONS!
iii. Each Dachshund will race 70 yards. The Race will take place at the Wabash Valley Fairgrounds in front of the Grand Stand on the dirt track.
iv. Thirty-two (32) dachshunds will be selected with four (4) alternates; one (1) alternate for each race. Entry fee for each Dachshund is $10.00.  Any dogs not selected will be refunded their Registration Fee.
v. All dogs must submit a copy of their current vaccine record. All records will be submitted to a qualified veterinarian for review prior to the race and also used for selection. The Vet will be onsite, at check-in, race day to match dogs with records and for a brief exam. No charge. 
vi. Each participating Dachshund will need to bring two (2) humans to accompany them during the race. Humans must be able to carry and/or catch the dog while standing/walking on a dirt/sandy surface.  We advise that human participates be 18 yrs. & older.  At least one of the humans must be able to walk and run approximately 70 yards on this surface. 
One human will carry the racer to the starting box and “load” the dog, and then stand at the marker that is about 25 ft away from the starting gate.  They (human) may then run alongside their dog down the track, with the dog following them to the Finish Line.  At the Finish Line the racer must be caught by the second human. No reaching across the Finish Line to grab the canine; you MUST let them cross the Finish line completely before picking the canine up. All humans will be required to sign a press release and waiver of liability.
vii. No female dachshunds in heat will be allowed to race, as this is a distraction to all male racers.
viii. Dachshunds must be kept on a leash at all times, with the exception of the race.
ix. Dachshunds will be provided a racing jacket to identify them for the race. Racing jackets must be returned immediately to staff once the race is complete so it can be used for the next race.

x. NO FOOD, NOISE MAKERS OF ANY KIND INCLUDING WHISTLING OR WHISTLES IS ALLOWED ON THE TRACK FOR DOGS.  Humans may coax their racers with a favorite pet chew toy, scarf, and stuffed animal, ball Frisbee, etc. There are to be no items ON THE TRACK SURFACE.  (Ex:  balloons, doggie treats, toys.)
xi. Humans cannot carry any items, including keys or change in pockets on track. All pockets must be emptied before entering the track. Plastic tubs will be at the winners circle for placement of items.  Security will watch over items while the race is going on.  Humans should wear comfortable running shoes. NO FLIP FLOPS WILL BE ALLOWED. Only canines will be allowed to run barefoot.

xii. Participants will be responsible for bringing their canine to the Winner’s Circle for their assigned race. (An announcement will be made). Participants are not allowed in the Winner’s Circle until their race is announced.

xiii. Participating Dachshunds are not allowed trackside except for their individual race. A designated area, separate from the general public, will be provided for dachshunds and two (2) humans only.
xiv. The winners and second place finishers of the 4 qualifying heats will be given a pass and will be asked to participate in the final race.
xv. A short interview may be conducted after the final championship race and photos will be taken. 
xvi. REMEMBER: The only thing serious about this race is the FUN! Judges decisions and playback of race tape will be final. For the safety of everyone concerned at the event The Affiliate program conducting the race has the right to refuse or disqualify anyone who does not abide by the rules of conduct. AND ABSOULUTELY NO ABUSE TO THE DOGS AT ANYTIME WILL BE TOLERATED. 

xvii. Race will be held rain or shine. 

xviii. All participants must report to check in at 8:00 AM at the designated Vets Desk.  There will be a brief overview of the event and rules with owners and humans by the race coordinator. At this time you will be given a race guide with your heat and race time.
